SPRAY DRIFT MANAGEMENT 

The interaction of many equipment and weather related factors determine the potential for spray drift.  The applicator is 
responsible for considering all of these factors when making application decisions.  Avoiding spray drift is the 
responsibility of the applicator. 

For Aerial Applications 

The spray boom should be mounted on the aircraft so as to minimize drift caused by wing tip vortices.  The minimum 
practical boom length should be used, and must not exceed 75% of the wing span or rotor diameter. 

Importance of Droplet Size 

An important factor influencing drift is droplet size.  Small droplets (<150 – 200 microns) drift to a greater extent than large 
droplets.  Within typical equipment specifications, application should be made to deliver the largest droplet spectrum that 
provides sufficient control and coverage.  Formation of very small droplets may be minimized by appropriate nozzle 
selection, by orienting nozzles away from the air stream as much as possible and by avoiding excessive spray boom 
pressure. Spray should be released at the lowest possible height consistent with good pest control and flight safety. 
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Wind Speed Restrictions 

Drift potential increases at wind speeds of less than 3 mph (due to inversion potential) or more than 10 mph.  However, 
many factors, including droplet size, canopy and equipment specifications determine drift potential at any given wind 
speed.  Do not apply when winds are greater than 15 mph and avoid gusty and windless conditions.  Risk of exposure to 
sensitive aquatic areas can be reduced by avoiding application when wind direction is toward the aquatic area. 

 

Restrictions During Temperature Inversions 

Do not make aerial or ground applications during temperature inversions.  Drift potential is high during temperature 
inversions.  Temperature inversions restrict vertical air mixing, which causes small suspended droplets to remain close to 
the ground and move laterally in a concentrated cloud.  Temperature inversions are characterized by increasing 
temperature with altitude and are common on nights with limited cloud cover and light to no wind.  They begin to form as 
the sun sets and often continue into the morning.  Their presence can be indicated by ground fog; however, if fog is not 
present, inversions can also be identified by the movement of smoke from a ground source.  Smoke that layers and 
moves laterally in a concentrated cloud (under low wind conditions) indicates an inversions, while smoke that moves 
upward and rapidly dissipates indicates good vertical mixing.
